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Extension opportunities

As we imply in the local responses information, learners could consider 
a variety of external links from people and organisations responding to 
climate change. They could reflect on their own ideas and feelings about 
these responses, and go on to expressed their own opinions about what 
can be done [eg as part of a final presentation]. They may wish to go on 
to take action themselves, personally, as a class, or with the whole school.

Personal action might focus on
	 travel choices
	 houses
	 how they spend their money 
	 waste and recycling

There are a number of websites offering online or downloadable games 
and activities geared to young learners. Many of these focus on energy 
reduction.
